AT THE DALLAS PARTNERSHIP GOLF TOURNAMENT

Dallas, Texas, April 28, 2008 – Hundreds of golfers are expected to participate at Tribute Golf Club on May 12, 2008 for the annual Partnership Golf Tournament to take a swing at ending global poverty. One hundred percent of donations and all net proceeds from the Partnership Golf tournament go directly to projects supported by the Foundation; not a cent is spent on administration. AKF USA is a non-profit, tax-exempt organization under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Service code.
Inspired by the tremendous success of Partnership Walk – an annual event to raise awareness and funds to alleviate global poverty, now in its 12th year in the U.S. – Partnership Golf offers Americans a unique opportunity to create broader awareness about the importance of international development while enjoying a day out on the green with friends and colleagues. In 2007, Partnership Golf tournaments were held in 8 major U.S. cities raising $350,000 with over 1,000 golfers and sponsors.  Partnership Walk has been held in Atlanta, Chicago, Dallas, Houston and Los Angeles for the past 12 years attracting over 239,000 participants and raising over $28 million nationwide. 

Teams and individuals from the corporate world are expected to play golf and demonstrate their support for ending global poverty.
